He commended the leadership and staff at the OLHMS who 
handled the delicate situation in an exemplary fashion allowing 
the middle school students to demonstrate their voice and  
respect by either silently walking out of the building supervised  
or staying within the building.  

o The third annual State of the District Dinner was held March  
9th. The final attendance was 213 which represented staff, 
partnerships, and families. The event was highlighted by 12 
breakout sessions as well as 65 students who directed and  
introduced the breakout sessions and expressed a talent to the 
audience. He showed a video and thanked all involved with 
the event.
